RM1/2 Report Feedback Reflection

The aim of this exercise is to help you to reflect upon the feedback you received in the past (in this case, on the quantitative report for RM1) and utilise this in an effective way to feedforward to improve your performance on future assessment.  The feedback you receive on each assessment can feedforward to some extent to all future work, as generally these are all assessed on the basis of the same three criteria, even if the format is different and the specifics of how they apply to different assessment types very a little (please see the RM1 quantitative and RM2 qualitative report Assessment Information Sheets for specifics of how these apply to these assessments):  
· Knowledge and Research
· Comprehension and Evaluation
· Academic Communication 
The next big assessment due for this course is the qualitative report, therefore consider how the quantitative report feedback can feedforward to the qualitative report.  As this is pairs-based work, there are two stages to this reflection – first your individual reflection (steps 1-4 below) and then a task to do with your partner (step 5 below).

Before beginning this feedback reflection it is important you have these documents to read and refer to.  You need:

· Two recently published research papers, one quantitative (e.g. Mega, C., Ronconi, L., & De Beni, R. (2014). What makes a good student? How emotions, self-regulated learning, and motivation contribute to academic achievement. Journal of Educational Psychology, 106(1), 121–131. https://doi.org/10.1037/a0033546, available from the GU library website) and one qualitative. This is important because reading published papers helps identify what to aim for in a psychology report, especially in terms of: highlighting the need to extensively discuss both the relevant theories and the previous research testing those theories (including bringing out points of dispute),  identifying issues that need to be addressed and being able to justify your own research; and overall how to format the different sections and communicate in a concise, well structured, coherent and professional way.
